What you might find in the Woodland is a low-density forest with
plenty of sunlight and limited shade. It

forms an open habitat.
Woodlands have an understory of shrubs
and herbaceous plants including grasses

Trees keep our air supply fresh by
absorbing carbon dioxide and producing

oxygen.
Trees and other plants make their food

through a process called photosynthesis.
Woods and their trees provide shelter, food

and safe places to hide and breed for
wildlife.

There are are 3.04 trillion trees on Earth, or
about 422 for each person.

About 15 billion trees are lost each year due
to deforestation, forest management, and

changes in land use.
You can tell how old a tree is by counting the

rings on its trunk
